More recently, he helped establish and 

served on the boards of directors of F2i and Fimit, leading Italian fund managers in 

infrastructure and real estate, respectively. Internationally, he was responsible for the 

creation, management, and placement of European private equity, real estate, and credit 

funds.

As executive of Trilantic Europe, Vittorio Pignatti devotes most of his working time to managing 

the fund's investment portfolio. For this purpose, in addition to holding the position of director 

in the individual fund management companies, he is a member of the boards of directors of 4 

companies (Marex Spectron Group Ltd, Pharmacontract, Gamenet SpA, and ICS Maugeri), in 

which Trilantic funds have a controlling stake, either de facto or de jure. Given the nature of 

the business activities performed, he believes he has the opportunity to devote adequate time 

to the new appointment, which, also considering participation in the Risk Committee, is 

estimated at about 50 days.
